To be clear, I also consider talking or 
possessing a cell phone during a test or quiz to be cheating. 


Grading Policy


40% Tests – expect two tests per six weeks; topics shown below


30% Labs – each lab grade will consist of 50% participation and completion and 50% lab quiz


30% Homework/Daily Work – includes homework problems, writing assignments and class activities


Retakes: Students may retake any test on which they received below and 80. There will be one day on which the 



test can be retaken. Retake dates will be announced when the test is returned. 

Late Work: Late work will be accepted without penalty for one class day after the absence with a legitimate 



excuse. All other late work will lose 10% per day late. Late work must be submitted to the LATE WORK 


tray with the following information at the top of the page: Name, Original Due Date, Date Submitted, 



Reason. Only excused absences submitted to the office will not be penalized for the first day. 

Make Up Work: If you miss a day, it is YOUR responsibility to make sure that the missed assignments are 



completed. Check the website for any notes or handouts. To make up a missed lab, sign up for a tutoring 



time as soon as you return to class. Labs must be completed within one week of the absence. 

Extra Credit: Each semester students will be given (6) hall passes to use for emergencies. At the end of each 



grading period, students who have used no more than one hall pass in that grading period will receive 


one extra credit point on their six-week grade. 
**I will not discuss missed assignments during the class period. Check the website or see me at lunch/after school. 
Online Assignments

Website: I try to update the class website regularly with the daily agenda and digital copies of class work. Please 


check the website before you come see me about missed work. Most of it will be available online. 

Most homework assignments will be submitted and graded online using the two programs below. If you do not have access to the internet at home you can may use the library computers or come in during tutoring times and use the computers in my classroom.  If you have a problem with the program and cannot submit your assignment, I expect to receive an email or phone call at the time of the problem—not hear about it the next day in class. 


Sapling Learning: Homework problem sets will be completed through saplinglearning.com. Students will register 


for Sapling in class during the first week of school. Reminder instructions for logging on can be found on the 


class website. All homework for each unit will be available for the entire time we are working on the unit. 

Students have until the day of the unit test to complete all homework. No unit homework will be accepted after 

the unit test. Students are encouraged to manage their time by doing the homework in sections as assigned in 


class. 

Turn It In: Written reflections will be submitted through turnitin.com. At the end of each week, students will be 


asked to reflect on what they learned by explaining the concepts from the week in a short essay. All written 


assignments must be submitted by midnight on Sunday, before the new week begins.
